· There were between 47 and 52 male bodies.
· The skulls were piled by their bodies.
· There were fewer skulls than there were bodies to go with them.

· The men were buried between 970 and 1025 AD.
· The men had cuts on their bodies.
· Scientific testing of the teeth showed that the men came from Norway, Sweden, Iceland, the Baltic States, Belarus and Russia.
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· Scientific testing of the bones showed that most of the men were between 18 and 25 years old. The youngest was a teenager, the oldest over 50.
· The men were not tied up before they died.
· There was no evidence of clothes or possessions in the grave.
· One man had deliberately filed his teeth.
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· Many of the men suffered from infections or illness.
· There was no evidence of old wounds on the men’s bodies.
