AUTHORS GUIDANCE: ARTICLE LAYOUT  
Please follow these guidelines: they make life so much easier for us all. 
Article lengths [very rough guide – but please use word count!] 

Allow 150+ words per picture/image

First page

· no image - c. 500 words

· 1 image: 350 words [150 words for the ] p image]

· 2 images - 200 words - [300 words for two images]

Subsequent pages

· no image - c. 600 per page

· 1 image  - 450 words [150 words for the image]

· 2 images - 300 words [300 words for  two images]

· 3 images –  double page spread 750 words [450 words for the three images

For 2, 4 and 8 page articles with at least 1 image per side, this gives us:

2 sides - 0800 words

4 sides - 1700 words

8 sides - 3400 words

Please feel free to discuss any issues you may have over writing your article with the editor of that issue, at the earliest opportunity. Then please submit your article as a Word document, by the deadline agreed. It is a matter of courtesy for an author to check the literacy and spelling of their work, and to bear in mind the intended audience – primary teachers who may or may not have knowledge of history and history pedagogy. Please keep it simple, and try to meet the word count – we always encourage people to write for Primary History but we must fit within the 48 page framework of the journal. If you are asked for a 4 page article please do meet the word count. If you have photographs or illustrations to accompany your article – or want to make suggestions for illustrations [eg a map similar to this one www.xxxx.co.uk] please send them, along with your article, to the editor, with suggestions of where in your article you might like your illustrations to appear.
