Terms and Conditions 
· The competition is open to all UK schools serving the stated age range of pupils. 

· Pupil entrants must be aged between 5 and 11 on September 31st 2017 

· Teacher entrants must be teaching in a UK primary school on September 31st 2017. 

· There is no maximum number of entries per school 

· Entries could be based around a class history or literacy project or school competition but entries from any single school should not consist of multiple descriptions of the same place which has been the subject of a recent trip undertaken by a class/school. 

· Entries do not have to come from a class based project or school competition but could be the result of a homework project or individual family visit. 

· A place as defined in the competition can be a single site of historical significance such as a monument or building, or a larger town or even a region. However, a whole country or state is considered too broad. 

· The place can be anywhere in the world but the entrant should have ideally visited or at the very least have carefully researched the place they choose. 

· All entries must be able to be reproduced in a print journal. Audio and film recordings we regret cannot be considered, but entries can be written, typed, drawn, photo stories, diagrams or posters. All entries must be legible.

· All entries must be accompanied with a photograph of the site or a place within the site if it is a larger area. 

· Entries must clearly demonstrate why the place is their favourite history place. 

· Please send 2 copies of each entry if sending hard copies. 

· We regret that we cannot return entries 

· Entries must be received by midnight on 31 September 2017. Winners will be notified in the week beginning 6th November 2017.
