Aim of the bursary: 
 

To support the teaching and learning of  

archaeology and local history in Kent and 

Medway schools. 

Expectations and outcomes: 
 

Teachers in the successful school will have 

one year to research their chosen topic and 

produce related classroom materials. For the 

duration of the project they will have access to 

an adviser appointed by the KAS Learning and 

Engagement Committee. They will be  

expected to produce in digital format : 
 

 Local history/archaeology resources for 

children to use in the classroom over a sus-

tained period of time (i.e. several hours of 

work in the classroom) 
 

 Support materials for other teachers; for 

example a scheme of work, detailed ex-

planatory notes and advice, additional re-

sources and a bibliography  
 

These materials will then be made available to 

other schools on the Kent Archaeological  

Society and Canterbury Archaeological Trust 

websites - and elsewhere. 

One bursary, worth £1000, will be available 

each academic year ; any Kent or Medway 

school may apply for it. 

What can the bursary be used for? 
 

The bursary will contribute up to a maximum 

of £1000 towards expenses incurred during 

the completion of the project. Acceptable  

expenses include: 

 the costs of supply cover 

 the purchase of equipment, software and/

or subscriptions essential to the project 

 photocopying expenses 

 travel expenses (for example to an archive  

     office, museum or archaeological site)
