Hathersage Church: (Guided Tour)
Thought to date back to 1381, but was restored between 1849 and 1852, St. 

Michael and All Angels is one of the best examples of church architecture in the 

country.  The church houses 15 brasses to the Eyre family, which inspired Bronte’s 

choice of her heroine’ name, Jane Eyre .  The churches most famous feature is the 

exceptionally long grave in the church yard which is said by tradition to hold the body 

of Robin Hood’s friend Little John

Mellor Round House:

The David Mellor site was formerly the Hathersage village gasworks, this unique 

purpose built factory designed by Sir Michael Hopkins,  was built on the foundations 

of the old gas cylinder hence the circular form is described by many as a minor 

masterpiece of modern architecture, receiving many important architectural and 

environmental awards.  
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13.30 Crich Tramway Museum: (including lunch)

This fascinating Museum began during the decline of the tram in the 1950s.  Founder

members became ‘people with a mission’ to rescue, store and restore as many types

of tram as possible.  The museum has developed into a major tourist attraction on 

the world stage, and is an important research centre for historians, scholars and 

students alike.
